The Department’s key activities under the PWSS rrmgnclude developing and maintaining
an inventory of public water systems, providingi@cal assistance to water system managers and
operators, ensuring that water systems regulaftynmtheir customers about the quality of the
water they are providing, and maintaining a conmaéand enforcement program to make sure
water systems comply with all of the state’s dmtkivater requirements.
